Introductory note

This introductory note does not form a part of the notice

Under the Environmental Permitting (England & Wales) Regulations 2016 (schedule 5, part 1, paragraph 19)
a variation may comprise a consolidated permit reflecting the variations and a notice specifying the variations
included in that consolidated permit.

Schedule 1 of the notice specifies the conditions that have been varied and schedule 2 comprises a
consolidated permit which reflects the variations being made. Only the variations specified in schedule 1 are
subject to a right of appeal.

Four Dell Waste Facility is located at Four Dell Farm, Poles Lane, Otterbourne, Winchester, Hampshire,
S021 2DY (National Grid Reference SU 45470 24358). The site is situated near a number of receptors, the
closest being a residential property located within 100 m of the site boundary.

The treatment facility processes soils, soil substrates and road planings from a number of sources, both
hazardous and non-hazardous, with the intention of producing inert soil aggregate products and hazardous
road planings to be used under Regulatory Position Statement 075. The maximum annual tonnage of waste
to be accepted at the site for treatment and transfer will not exceed 200,000 tonnes per annum.

There are no point source emissions from the site. The process will involve the treatment of wastes via a soil
washing facility which is an enclosed process. All wastes will be loaded onto a hopper, which then passes
the material onto an enclosed conveyor belt for loading into the system. Soils and soil substrates are
processed in the soil washer using water, however road planings will be processed through the system
without the use of water. All water utilised in the process will be cleaned and reused within the process. If it is
not possible to reuse the water, the water will be removed from site via a tanker for disposal at authorised
facilities.

All pre and post storage of materials will be undertaken outside on an impermeable surface with sealed
drainage. All wastes will be stored in designated bays and will be kept sheeted, except when processing, to
prevent generation of dust. Water from site drainage will be pumped into holding tanks to be used in the
treatment process. All hazardous wastes, products, filter cakes and associated process waters will be stored
and kept separate from non-hazardous wastes, products filters cakes, surface water and process waters.

This variation increases the throughput from 75,000 to 200,000 tonnes per annum and a daily increase to
1000 tonnes. There will be no changes to storage.

The schedules specify the changes made to the permit.

Management

General management

The operator shall manage and operate the activities:

(@) in accordance with a written management system that identifies and minimises risks of pollution,
including those arising from operations, maintenance, accidents, incidents, non-conformances,
closure and those drawn to the attention of the operator as a result of complaints; and

Operations

Permitted activities

Operating techniques

subject to the conditions of this permit, be operated using the techniques and in the manner
described in the documentation specified in schedule 1, table S1.2, unless otherwise agreed in
writing by the Environment Agency.

If notified by the Environment Agency that the activities are giving rise to pollution, the operator shall
submit to the Environment Agency for approval within the period specified, a revision of any plan or
other documentation (“plan”) specified in schedule 1, table S1.2 or otherwise required under this
permit which identifies and minimises the risks of pollution relevant to that plan, and shall implement
the approved revised plan in place of the original from the date of approval, unless otherwise agreed
in writing by the Environment Agency.

Waste shall only be accepted if:

(a) if notified by the Environment Agency that the activities are giving rise to pollution, submit to the
Environment Agency for approval within the period specified, an emissions management plan
which identifies and minimises the risks of pollution from emissions of substances not controlled
by emission limits;

(b) implement the approved emissions management plan, from the date of approval, unless
otherwise agreed in writing by the Environment Agency.

All liquids in containers, whose emission to water or land could cause pollution, shall be provided
with secondary containment, unless the operator has used other appropriate measures to prevent or
where that is not practicable, to minimise, leakage and spillage from the primary container.

Odour

Emissions from the activities shall be free from odour at levels likely to cause pollution outside the
site, as perceived by an authorised officer of the Environment Agency, unless the operator has used
appropriate measures, including, but not limited to, those specified in any approved odour
management plan, to prevent or where that is not practicable to minimise the odour.

The operator shall:

(a) if notified by the Environment Agency that the activities are giving rise to pollution outside the
site due to odour, submit to the Environment Agency for approval within the period specified, an
odour management plan which identifies and minimises the risks of pollution from odour;

(b) implement the approved odour management plan, from the date of approval, unless otherwise
agreed in writing by the Environment Agency.

Noise and vibration

Emissions from the activities shall be free from noise and vibration at levels likely to cause pollution
outside the site, as perceived by an authorised officer of the Environment Agency, unless the
operator has used appropriate measures, including, but not limited to, those specified in any
approved noise and vibration management plan to prevent or where that is not practicable to
minimise the noise and vibration.

Monitoring

The operator shall, unless otherwise agreed in writing by the Environment Agency, undertake the
monitoring specified in the following tables in schedule 3 to this permit:

(@) ambient air monitoring specified in table S3.1.

The operator shall maintain records of all monitoring required by this permit including records of the
taking and analysis of samples, instrument measurements (periodic and continual), calibrations,
examinations, tests and surveys and any assessment or evaluation made on the basis of such data.

Monitoring equipment, techniques, personnel and organisations employed for the emissions
monitoring programme and the environmental or other monitoring specified in condition 3.5.1 shall
have either MCERTS certification or MCERTS accreditation (as appropriate), where available, unless
otherwise agreed in writing by the Environment Agency.

Permanent means of access shall be provided to enable sampling/monitoring to be carried out in
relation to the emission points specified in schedule 3 tables S3.1, unless otherwise agreed in writing
by the Environment Agency.

Pests

The activities shall not give rise to the presence of pests which are likely to cause pollution, hazard or
annoyance outside the boundary of the site.

(@) the death of any of the named operators (where the operator consists of more than one named
individual);

(b) any change in the operator’s name(s) or address(es); and

(c) any steps taken with a view to the operator, or any one of them, going into bankruptcy, entering
into a composition or arrangement with creditors, or, in the case of them being in a partnership,
dissolving the partnership.

Where the operator proposes to make a change in the nature or functioning, or an extension of the
activities, which may have consequences for the environment and the change is not otherwise the
subject of an application for approval under the Regulations or this permit:

(@) the Environment Agency shall be notified at least 14 days before making the change; and
(b) the notification shall contain a description of the proposed change in operation.

The Environment Agency shall be given at least 14 days notice before implementation of any part of
the site closure plan.

Interpretation

In this permit the expressions listed in schedule 6 shall have the meaning given in that schedule.

In this permit references to reports and notifications mean written reports and notifications, except
where reference is made to notification being made “immediately”, in which case it may be provided
by telephone.
